Our fifty-third year had many highlights, but none more 

significant than our being privileged to serve over 7,000 

men, women and children from our community while opening

new branch offices in Delaware and Morrow Counties. We

continued to operate efficiently, expending only 7.4% of 

revenues on administrative costs, with 92.6% of all revenues

invested in Maryhaven used to provide direct patient care.

Maryhaven is grateful for our community’s support to 

complete the $1,000,000 philanthropic/corporate portion 

of our Healthier Tomorrow For Our Children Capital Campaign.

Because of this and other support, our adolescent capacity

will extend to 60 beds to serve 240 teens in residential 

care each year. Adolescent program highlights include 

intensive mental health programming as well as family 

reunification programming. 

Maryhaven plans to further develop our continuum of 

care with additional psychiatric and mental health services

for adults and adolescents. Our mental health treatment

team is led by Alvin Pelt, M.D., Medical Director and board

certified psychiatrist, and Thom Mak, M.D., Associate

Medical Director and board certified child psychiatrist. 

Maryhaven was privileged in 2006 to receive two 

distinguished awards. The Columbus Foundation, the 

seventh largest community foundation in the nation, 

presented Maryhaven with the 2006 Columbus Foundation

Award, “presented to an organization that has made a 

difference in the quality of life of the people of Central Ohio.”

Also, the Ohio State University College of Social Work 

recognized Maryhaven as the Outstanding Agency for 2006.

Public Health Programs

Maryhaven provides integrated behavioral
healthcare services to help men, women,
and children restore their lives from the
effects of addictive and mental illnesses.

Mental Health Services. As part of our
Public Health Programs, Maryhaven 
provides intensive mental health treatment
services, including psychological and
psychiatric evaluations. Our evaluation
and counseling services are offered to
adults and adolescents in both individual
and group settings. To meet the growing
need  for mental health services, we 
now have 41 employees with mental
health licensure in their fields, including
two board certified psychiatrists and 
two psychologists.

The Maryhaven Institute provides 
speakers and educators for the 
community, as well as student field
placement.

Addiction Recovery and Mental Health Services for Teens

Our gender specific, residential treatment units allow teens 
to better focus on treatment and goals. Diverse treatment
modalities are used to create each teen’s treatment plan that
addresses the teen’s unique needs and those of their family.

Teens with alcohol and other drug dependencies, as well as
mental health needs, are treated with tiered levels of care in
residential and outpatient settings.

Inpatient Services

Inpatient services in a residential environment are provided
in our Boys’ Teen Care and Girls’ Adolescent Care Units, 
serving youth from 12 - 18.

New Space for Adolescent Services

Maryhaven is happy to announce completion of Phases I 
and II of our Adolescent Capital Campaign that provides 
the following:

� Renovation of more than 35,000 square feet of interior
therapeutic space, including creation of our new
Maryhaven School classrooms.

� An additional 10,008 square feet for four new school 
classrooms and creation of the Adolescent Medical Unit, 
made possible by a gift from the Dr. Judah Folkman
Medical Research and Education Endowment of the
Columbus Jewish Foundation.

� An additional 14,000 square feet of outdoor recreation
space adjacent to each gender-specific unit.

Our goal is constant – to find innovative ways to help teens
recover from addictive and mental illness and reunite them
with their families. 

� Gender Specific Units – Secure and located on opposite
corners of our main campus.

� Partial Hospitalization – Intensive mental health focused
treatment groups are provided daily. 

� Licensed Professional Personnel – Our team includes 48
credentialed or licensed adolescent employees. 

� Family-Centered Programming – We work with interested
parties to help reunite adolescents with their families.

� Maryhaven School – Specialty classrooms for Math,
Science, History and English.

� Anger Management – Programming is based on 
Best Practices.

� Life Skills Assessment – Teens over the age of 16 complete
a Life Skills Assessment to assist staff in determining the
youth’s strengths and needs. 

� Continuity of Care – Delivered through our Outpatient Center
located in downtown Columbus at 226 North Fifth Street.

Shaindo

Growing up was tough for Shaindo. “I was transferred to my
grandmother’s custody at the age of 12. She got ill and passed.
I made some bad decisions.”

After a health crisis, Shaindo was released to Franklin County
Children Services which placed him in a stable home. Since
returning to school, his grades have been excellent, including
his senior college prep classes.

“Maryhaven taught me to be humble, forgiving and 
understanding. Staff were supportive in many ways. I 
learned the value of sobriety – that you don’t have to use a
controlled substance to be high.” Shaindo graduates from 
high school in 2007 and plans to study psychology at 
The Ohio State University.

Joseph struggled with 
learning disabilities and,
before he realized what 
was happening, became
addicted to drugs and
dropped out of public school.

After treatment and

understand learning disabilities. After that, Joseph traveled to
conferences to educate educators about learning disabilities.

Joseph reports that he’s part of a strong, supportive family. 
“I haven’t been in an argument with my parents since I’ve 
gotten clean.” He’s now back in school with a goal of 
obtaining a doctorate in psychology.

“To be able to say I made a difference in 
one person’s life – I’ll be happy.”

Shannon

Shannon’s mom died when
she was young, but she still
managed to get on the
honor roll in high school —
until her sophomore year.
Then, bad choices led her 
to quit school and live on 
her own.

“I’ve seen how drugs have
destroyed lots of things in
my life,” she says. “But after

Maryhaven I rekindled my relationship with my father.”

Attending Maryhaven has been a healing experience for
Shannon. “Maryhaven has helped me recognize the 
importance of life and family and to value my true potential.”

“My friends say, ‘What’s happened to you?
This isn’t the Shannon we know.’ I tell 
them this is the Shannon they are going 
to have to get used to.”

In 2002, The ADAMH Board conducted a Needs Assessment
Survey which showed that 6,370 youth each year in Franklin
County were untreated for addictive and mental illnesses.
Maryhaven responded, and in 2004 committed to a $2 million
capital project to increase our teen residential census by 50%.
That same year, Maryhaven launched a $1 million corporate/
philanthropic capital campaign to help answer the need.  

We are grateful for the community’s response.  By the end of 
2006, campaign revenues reached over $1,126,000 (113% 
of campaign goal).

We are also pleased to report that construction of Phases I & II
of our capital project has been accomplished. This includes:

� Renovation of more than 35,000 square feet of interior 
therapeutic space, including creation of new Maryhaven
School classrooms.

� Creation of the  Adolescent Medical Unit,  with the help of 
a gift from the Dr. Judah Folkman Medical Research and
Education Endowment of the Columbus Jewish Foundation.

� Creation of outdoor therapeutic space adjacent to each 
gender-specific unit.
